 The Guildhall , known as the Mansion is a rare Georgian town palace in 
 London. With its magnificent interiors and elegant furniture, it provides the 
 Lord Mayor of London  with living, working and entertainment space. Built in 
 the age of Hogarth, the Guildhall  is seen as the world’s leading international 
 financial and trading center. 
 
 The performance is by Philip Frank , an English actor and director.  He is 
 renowned for his roles as “tax inspector” Charley in the British sitcom The 
 Darling Buds of May, and as Sgt. Raymond Craddock on Heartbeat. He has 
 directed many plays such as Kafka's Dick and The Kiss of the Spiderwoman. 

 
The performance features Sir Derek Jacobi as Charles Dickens. He is known for his 
role as the Archbishop Cosmo Lang in The King’s Speech and for Sir  Owen 
Morshead in My Week with Marilyn.  His successful 
career includes  appearing in stage productions 
such as Hamlet, Uncle Vanya, and Oedipus the King. 
He received a Tony Award for his performance in 
Much Ado About  Nothing—just one of several 
prestigious awards. His successful career spans 
television, stage drama and appearances in a number 
of films. 

 
Also featured in the special performance is Samantha 
Spiro as Queen Victoria. Spiro is best known for 
portraying Barbara Windsor in the stage play Cleo, 
Camping, Emmanuelle and Dick, the television film 
Cor, Blimey!, and  DI Vivien Friend in M.I.T. 
Murder. 

 
Samantha Bond, another English actress in the cast, is best known for her roles as 
Miss Moneypenny in the James Bond films during the Pierce Brosnan years and her 
role as Auntie Angela in the BBC comedy Outnumbered.
